Protect Your Privacy, Change Your Password

	 Protect your privacy and make sure that no 
one other than you can log in to access your NASN 
information by changing your password.  You can 
change your password anytime and as many times 
as you want.

	 By default, your username is your NASN 
ID and cannot be changed.  Your password is your 
Last Name and CAN be changed.  To CHANGE YOUR 
PASSWORD, follow these three easy steps:

Step 1: Go to ‘Change Your Password’ in the 
Member Center on NASN.org

Step 2: Login using your default username  
and password.

Step 3: Enter your new password in the  
boxes on the screen and click the 
submit button.

Make your password unique to help keep it safe.  
Here are a few tips:

11 Never tell anyone your password
11 Think of a way to remember it so that you 

don't have to write it down
11 Change your password periodically
11 Mix capital and lowercase letters
11 Use a combination of letters and numbers
